
REPORT TO CHIEF EXECUTIVE OFFICER, JOHN KNAGGS

PROGRESS ON NOOSA BIOSPHERE LIMITED – APRIL 2010

The following is an update on progress towards implementation of the Noosa Biosphere governance process and activities of the Noosa Biosphere Limited Company, operated by the Sunshine Coast Regional Council. This report also provides projections for the 2010/11 Council budget considerations.

Noosa Biosphere Limited is a Company Limited by Guarantee, wholly owned and operated by Council as a strategic partnership with the community of the Noosa Biosphere Reserve area.  It is the basis for collaboration between Council and the community to implement the three functions of the Noosa Biosphere Reserve being:

1.
conservation – in terms of genetic resources, species and ecosystems 

2.
sustainable development – economic, environmental, human and cultural 

3.
learning – research, monitoring, environmental education and training 

1.0
GENERAL SUMMARY

Since November 2009, the Noosa Biosphere collective has finalised its Plan of Management in accordance with UNESCO requirements, and lodged it with UNESCO, the Federal Government and Council; created and launched a large website as a primary information and documentation resource – www.noosabiosphere.org.au; conceived and released over 30 projects covering social, cultural, environmental, economic, educational and tourism initiatives. (See Attachment 1) The Noosa Biosphere Governance Board hosted a Community Forum and launch of the website during a visit to Noosa by UNESCO's Dr. Ishwaran in November 2009.

The NBR Website was officially launched in November 2009 and up until the 23rd March has had 23,494 hits.  The web is a key information and communication portal that provides for two-way information exchange between the governance team, all sector boards and the wider community. 
On the 12th November 2009, AusMAB was formed - (Australian Man and the Biosphere Network) comprising representatives of three biospheres in Australia, namely Noosa Biosphere, Great Sandy Biosphere and Mornington Peninsula and Western Port Biosphere Reserves.   

The full Governance Board has been reappointed and has seen the refreshing and renewing of the community sector boards with new talent.  A biosphere radio program - Voices of the Biosphere features weekly on 101.3 FM, every Friday at 11.00 a.m. produced and presented by Noosa Biosphere Sector Board Members.  101.3 FM has requested that Noosa Biosphere present a record block of 17 programs from June 2010.
Noosa Biosphere Day is planned as an annual event with the first to be held on Sunday, 19th September this year at Noosa Woods.

Community engagement has been a focus of all board members over the past twelve months, with an increase in activities and positive feeling throughout the community.  This has resulted in an increase in the number of positive articles in the press regarding projects, and a rapid decrease in the numbers of letters to the editor.  (See Attachment 3)
The Noosa Biosphere Governance Board through its community representatives have been actively engaged in educating the community when issues such as the Kin Kin Quarry, Lake Cootharaba  dredging, Peregian Originals and other emotive issues have had media coverage.  As a non-statutory, non-legislative and non-political community organization, much of Noosa Biosphere Reserve work isn’t revealed until after the event so that the organisation cannot be accused of partisanship.  It acts as a mediator, educator and learning organisation in and around the adopted values and principles of the Noosa Biosphere.  A Position Paper on the Kin Kin Quarry was developed and circulated throughout the Kin Kin community.

  
Members across all NB Sector Boards provided submissions to Council on the Planning Scheme and Policy processes, the SCRC Cultural Plan and the Draft Economic Development Strategy.

1.0
GENERAL SUMMARY (Cont’d)
A number of local scale community discussion meetings have commenced and are being planned for the next quarter to generate two way information exchanges with local residents, face to face, on what it means to be part of the Noosa Biosphere.

The NBL will be an active partner in the upcoming Business Icon Program, International Eco-tourism Conference to be held on the Sunshine Coast in October, and the UNESCO International Biosphere Reserves Case Study Workshop.  There is also much activity around the development of a Biosphere International Conference on Sustainable Development planned to take place in July 2011.
2.0
SECTOR BOARD MEMBERSHIP
The Noosa Biosphere Sector Boards are groups of volunteers and as such are supported by funding from Council and other sources.  The delivery of projects and programs is dependent on the ability of people to feel they have a supportive environment in which to volunteer and that their efforts achieve some traction and outcomes.

A major ongoing issue which the governance collective is grappling with is how to attract and retain members who are willing to provide a high level of volunteer contribution to advance the biosphere reserve objectives.

The Executive and Secretariat have observed that there is a reasonably high attrition rate where those members do not feel they are in a position to devote themselves to work above and beyond attending meetings.  This is thought to be symptomatic of the fact that the governance process has moved from a situation where the boards primarily provided information to Council about Council business (previous Noosa Council model) to a model where the Sector Boards are the driving force for implementation of projects identified through the Noosa Biosphere Management Plan.
In an attempt to address this issue, the Governance Board will be conducting a half-day planning workshop in the middle of the year to develop a position around capacity, effectiveness and resources.
In particular, it has been noted that the Directors of both Callister Lawrence Media Communications (NBR communications & PR) and Punklogic (NBR web providers) are contributing substantially more hours per month than their contract requires, and the Governance Board has formally recognized this contribution to the success of the Noosa Biosphere.

The Governance Board is not only for the purpose of governing but actively engaged in chairing or being part of working groups at board level.
2.1
Appointment of new members:
In February, 2010 a call for new members to fill vacancies across all 
Sector Boards was invited via the website and Sector Board networks.  The response was pleasing with 17 nominations received. 12 new members were appointed with a range of highly regarded skills and experience, providing each Board with a full complement of members.  Nominees who were unsuccessful in appointment to the Sector Boards have been invited to have an involvement in the activities of the Noosa Biosphere Reserve.

2.2
Involvement of University Students:

Kate Bennett:

Kate has recently graduated from a Masters degree in Sustainable Development at Sciences Paris, and is currently living on the Sunshine Coast.  Kate expressed an interest in gaining 
professional experience with the Noosa Biosphere and to see how the management team handles policy and strategy development, and how UNESCO coordinates and manages its MAB programs.  Kate has been engaged on the ER&D Board’s Education Working Group and assisting in a number of project areas in a voluntary capacity.

Involvement of University Students (Cont’d)
Murray Lane:

Murray is a QUT PhD Student exploring the possibility of fostering collaboration between QUT and the Sunshine Coast Regional Council around the concept of carrying capacity orientated land-use planning.  Murray was invited by Council to a recent workshop to discuss carrying capacity in the Noosa Biosphere and has had discussions with the Chair of the ER&D Board around further involvement with that Board.

Astrid Miller:

Astrid is studying a Masters of Environment with Education for Sustainability (EfS) major at Griffith University exploring opportunities to collaborate with the NB Education, Research & Development Board on a Masters Project next year.

2.4 
Community Engagement generally

The quality of sector board members and their focus and commitment to the Biosphere is a testament to the recent increased levels of community engagement.

The current and recently completed ‘on-the-ground’ projects serve to demonstrate the value of the Biosphere and the value of volunteering within the local community. This in turn results in positive press outcomes and a greater understanding of the Biosphere amongst the local community.  

To further community engagement, a number of local scale community discussion meetings are being planned for the next quarter to generate two way information exchange with local residents, face to face, on what it means to be part of the Noosa Biosphere.
3.0
KEY OUTCOMES EXPECTED FOR 2010/11 
1.
Maintenance of the NBL webpage including engagement of a communications specialist to assist with the broad community scale of community engagement of NBL projects and initiatives.

2.
Production of a Noosa Biosphere Information Booklet for wide distribution to raise awareness and information on how people can become involved in the many existing projects.

3.
Resources to assist with on-going development of initial projects around sustainability, conservation and education and learning, eg. development of inter-related systems model of key areas within the NBR.

4.
Hosting of a Noosa Biosphere Day on Sunday, 19th September as a means of raising awareness and engaging the community, at which the Mayor will formally participate.

5.
A number of cross sector community engagement forums which focus on engaging with a broad cross section of the community and stakeholders.

6.
Noosa Community Radio Program –  Voices of the Biosphere  - weekly on 101.3 FM, Friday 11.00 am.  The station programmers are pleased with the show and have offered Noosa Biosphere another 17 slots from June 2010.  

7.
Meeting legal and statutory expenses associated with the company, eg. Auditing.

8.
Meeting services costs.

9.
Hosting of the 2011 Biosphere International Conference in July themed - “Community Adaptation and Resilience” with a focus on high level policy and thought leadership as well as practical ‘on the ground’ initiatives for practitioners – being led by the NB Economic Board.

10.
Members of the Economic Board will be presenting to various local business groups about ‘business in the biosphere’ commencing in May 2010.

11.
Noosa Biosphere will be a minor sponsor of the Business Icon event being held on the Sunshine Coast in July which is a state event for 18 to 24 year olds competing in a business challenge. (www.businessicon.org.au)   Funds are being allocated from the Economic Board’s “community engagement” budget. The opportunity for the Board to become a task sponsor and have a project completed or to collaborate with the Tourism Industry to set a challenge or task for participants that have the potential to generate business.

12.
Systems Thinking Workshops conducted by Professors Ockie Bosch & Kambiz Maani from UQ to look more at strategic questions and highlight where the key leverage areas for systemic intervention may emerge  - championed by the Education, Research & Development Board.
4.0
MAJOR SECTOR BOARD ACTIVITY SNAPSHOT

In addition to the budget request from Council, the NBL is in the process of progressing a number of additional projects which are a high priority for implementation identified in the NBL Management Plan in 2010/11.  Some of these include:
4.1
Climate Proofing the Biosphere:
Several of the Biosphere Sector Boards have begun a “Climate Proofing the Biosphere” project in conjunction with the University of the Sunshine Coast, Sunshine Coast Council, SEQ Catchments etc.  It is aimed to involve a range of business and community groups. The project is designed to gain widespread community engagement in addressing local issues around adaptation to climate change - dealing with both coastal and hinterland issues. It is seen as a means of achieving resilience in the community, having mitigation benefits and getting the community together.

It will be a flagship initiative of the Noosa Biosphere and encompass activities from all sector boards (environment, economic, social, education / R&D, tourism and cultural). It will provide an umbrella to many of NBL’s activities and would be supported through the website and local media.
Entry to Insurance Council of Australia’s $50,000 prize:
On 14 April, NBL lodged an entry for the Insurance Council of Australia's $50,000 prize for ideas, concepts etc. for making Australia more resilient to the effects of more extreme weather events arising from climate change.  The entry is based on NBL's Climate Proofing the Biosphere initiative, to be rolled out over the next few months and involving SCRC, USC and others as partners. 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4.2
International Conference – 2011

The Noosa Biosphere will hold a major conference in Noosa in mid 2011.  The conference theme will be ‘Maximising Community Adaptation and Resilience’ and is expected to attract UNESCO members, policy makers, businesses and individuals from across Australia and further afield.

One of the primary roles of a Biosphere is to share information, and it is with this in mind the Noosa Biosphere is championing this project.
The other two primary roles of a Biosphere are conservation and sustainable development, and the topic of community adaptation is considered to be important to include in the conference program.  Adaptation leads to resilience, and incorporates a community’s ability to face, and bounce back from, major threats and natural disasters.  Irrespective of the outcome of the climate change debate, communities want to know how to adapt and become more resilient.

Equally important is the need to work ‘with’ communities in the face of adversity and adapt to changes in the political, economic and natural environments, as opposed to working ‘on’ communities.
4.3
Link with Cambodia:

The Cambodian Tourism Minister visited the Noosa Biosphere region late last year to learn from the Noosa Biosphere model and apply best practice approaches to sustainable tourism in the KEP Province which is three hours south of Phnom Penh.   

NBL Chair, Michael Donovan was personally invited by the Cambodian Tourism Minister to visit the Kep Province in March this year, at no cost to either Noosa organisations.   Michael Donovan volunteered his time to contribute to discussions and thinking.

The KEP Province in Cambodia has many natural assets that they wish to conserve, alongside their aspirations for a viable and economically sustainable tourism industry.
Mr Donovan represented Noosa at a conference titled ‘Development and Sustainability of Tourism’ in Cambodia where he gave six keynote addresses to more than 180 national and international delegates. The audience included Cambodia’s regional Governor, Secretary of State, Minister for Tourism and representatives from 15 other countries, plus UNESCO and the Australian Ambassador.

The two day conference allowed Michael to share information regarding the Noosa experience in sustainability, community governance and tourism, which is in line with the three primary objectives of a UNESCO Biosphere Reserve. Ie. education, conservation and sustainable development.

Other speakers included SCU’s Professor Bill Carter and Gail Meyers for Master Plan design and Kym Cheatham, CEO – Ecotourism Australia.

Part of the work-in-progress is to link the Noosa Community Environment Trust to Noosa Biosphere Limited so that philanthropic and benevolent programs in support of all sectors within Noosa Biosphere can be offered tax advantages;

The outcome envisaged is a series of donation programs that underpin research, education, scholarship, and programs & events to promote economic benefit, awareness and brand equity in Noosa Biosphere.

CAMBODIA is looking to Noosa in its quest
for sustainable tourism.

Noosa Biosphere chair Michael Donovan
recently met with Cambodian officials, and
back on Australian soil this week said
Cambodia’s tourism minister was keen to
learn from the Noosa Biosphere model and
achieve strong sustainable tourism in the
Kep province, three hours south of Phnom
Penh.

Mr Donovan represented Noosa at a confer-
ence called Sustainable and Responsible De-
velopment of Kep Tourism City in Coastal
Zone, Cambodia.

“Education is one of the three primary
objectives of a UNESCO Biosphere Reserve,
alongside conservation and sustainable de-
velopment, and it was a privilege to be
invited,” Mr Donovan said.

He delivered a keynote address to more than
180 national and international delegates, in-
cluding Cambodia’s regional governor, sec-
retary of state, minister for tourism and
representatives from 15 other countries.

Mr Donovan said the two-day conference
allowed him to share information regarding
the Noosa experience in sustainability, com-
munity governance and tourism.

Cambodia’s Kep province has many natural
assets that officials wish to conserve, along-
side aspirations of a viable and economically
sustainable tourism industry.

Mr Donovan donated his time and was the
guest of the Cambodian Minister, at no cost
to either Noosa organisations.

“The collaborative relationship between the
Noosa Biosphere Reserve and the Kep prov-
ince is growing stronger every day,” he said.

“However, I stressed to the tourism minis-
ter that they shouldn’t just copy what we have
done - they should do what is good for them
based on their own culture and location,” he
said.

Mr Donovan was joined by Sunshine Coast
locals, professors Bill Carter and Gayle
Meyers from the University of the Sunshine
Coast as well as Kym Cheatham, CEO Eco-
tourism Australia.
